The must go-to event is the Saturday night where the famous Scion All-Stars Showcase will highlight the invited
judges and Team Canada, a group of Canadian dancers who have succeeded internationally during the last year.
Dancers from Gossip Crew, 2014 champions, will be part of the show, in addition to the eight Coup de cceur routines
selected by our jury from the 360 registered routines. Needless to say that Canadian dancers will be in the spotlight
during the competition as well as during this memorable evening. « The objective that we foresee for this year is to
see the dancers’ level increase. » explains Nicolas Bégin, director and founder of the event.
